Donations of Securities and Mutual Funds

Many people are already aware of the tax advantage of making direct donations of securities and mutual
funds to the Parish. Over the years, many parishioners have generously donated shares to the Parish for
many purposes. As with any donation, you can specify the use to which your donated funds will be put.

For those who may not be aware of the Income Tax advantages, let me provide you with a brief outline.
The Canada Revenue Agency (CRA) does not apply capital gainddaatamsof publicly traded secu-

rities. Capital gains are the increase in the value of your securities over the price you paid originally at the
time of purchase.

If you sell your shares for cash, you are responsible to declare the Income Tax due on the capital gain,
leaving you with a higher tax burden and ultimately less money to donate.

If, on the other hand, you donate the securities directly to the registered charity (in this case, St. John the
Evangelist Anglican Church), those Capital gains are not subject to Income Tax and you receive a charita-
ble donation receipt for the full value of the donated securitiearly a WitWin situation!!!

For anyone interested in doing a donation of securities directly to the Parish, | have a form available
which you can provide to your Investment Broker. It has all of the codes and account numbers they re-
quire to affect the direct transfer of the securities.
