read the hazy handwriting of the various Vestr.y
going to resort to using a news article that appeared in the October 8 th 1875 edition of

the El ora Observer with the title 0The New Chur
In 1871 the congregation, feeling that the old church was becoming much dilapidated, re-

solved to erect a new building. A building committee was formed in 1872 and active

steps were taken to carry out the resolution. The ladies especially took the matter ener-

getically in hand, and by dint of great self -denial and hard work, succeeded in raising

about $500, $300 of which was devoted to the purchase of the site of the new church, at

the corner of Henderson and Smith streets. The foundation stone was laid early in June,

1873, since which time the work has been proceeded with as fast as the funds would al-

low, the church being now fully completed with the exception of the upper portion of the

tower and the painting of the seats.

The church, which presents a remarkably pretty appearance both externally and internal-

ly, is in the Gothic style of the early English period. It is built of red brick, with white but-

tresses. Itis 34 feet wide and 57 long. At the east end is the chancel, 20 feet by 22;

opening off the chancel on the north side is the organ chamber, 8 feet by 11. This cham-

ber is also connected with the church on the west side by an arch, thereby allowing the

organ to be more effectively heard. On the south side, opening off the chancel, is the ves-

try, 9 feet by 9, being also the first stage of the tower. The choir singers are located in

front of the organ and also on the opposite side.
